The new turn knob hub is
marked with either an “R” meaning it is for right-hand doors, or “L”
meaning it is for left-hand doors. This part goes with the turn knob cylin-
der for a right- or left-hand door.

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From the turn knob side

1 Extend the deadbolt with the key.

2 Grasping the deadbolt with your fingers, SLOWLY retract the dead-
bolt with the turn knob. The deadbolt should FULLY retract. The turn
knob should NOT be able to extend the deadbolt. Only the key
should be able to extend the deadbolt.

If the deadbolt does not FULLY extend or retract...

1 Adjust the turn knob cylinder or keyed cylinder in or out.
2 Repeat task 2.
